Dario Di Vaira is a structured and expressive red wine

that reflects the character of the Bolgheri area. It reveals

notes of ripe dark fruit, plum, and subtle spice, enriched

by hints of cocoa and Mediterranean herbs. On the

palate, it is full-bodied and harmonious, with smooth

tannins and a long, elegant finish.

Flavor profile

This wine reveals a shimmering hue in the glass, shifting between

delicate ruby red and garnet tones. The nose is marked by

moderately intense aromas of dark berry fruit, layered with spicy

nuances and subtle hints of toasted oak, adding depth and

elegance to the aromatic profile.

Food paring

Pair with grilled red meats or other richly flavored foods like pot

roast.

Tasting notes

Primary aromas merge seamlessly with nuances gained from

time in wood, resulting in a sip that feels rounded, elegant, and

assured. A measured warmth embraces the palate, making this a

compelling bottle for those seeking a classic international blend

with a distinctly Tuscan soul.

Winemaking

Each variety of each individual parcel is vinified and matured in

barriques separately for approximately half of the refinement

period, then after a rigorous tasting the best masses are

assembled and continue the refinement to obtain the best

expression of the vintage.
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
