Flavor profile

made with the local grape of Trentino, Teroldego. It has a rich

ruby red color with aromas of red berries, cherry, raspberry,

blueberry, and spicy undertones. On the palate, the wine is

smooth, full-bodied, and juicy with hints of almonds.

Food paring

This red wine is versatile and pairs well with a wide range of

foods. It complements grilled or smoked red meats, roasted

chicken, and wood-fired pizzas.

Winemaking

Light crushing, fermentation on the skins in stainless steel tanks

with pumping over and delestage for about 10 days. Malolactic

fermentation in stainless steel tanks and aging in oak barrels.

Bottle aging for 3 months.
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
